Matamata College Uniform

In 2012 Matamata College will have a new core uniform.

Beginning in 2012 all Year 9 and 12 students will wear the new uniform. Year 10, 11 and 13 students will
continue to wear the existing uniform. If a year 10 or 11 student is new to the school, or a uniform needs
replacing students have the option of either purchasing the new uniform or a second hand uniform from the
second hand shop at school. In 2012 all Year 13 students must wear the existing Year 13 Uniform.

In 2013 all Year 9, 10, 12 and 13 students will be in new uniform. By 2014 the changeover will be complete.

The current school shoes, sandals, socks, jersey and jacket will not be changing. As the uniform is an all year
round uniform, during the colder month’s students will change from sandals to socks and shoes or tights and
shoes. Students must wear one uniform or the other, they may not mix parts of each.

Years 9, 10, 11 students wear a ‘Junior’ uniform. Year 12 and 13 wear a ‘Senior’ uniform.

School Jackets and the PE uniform can be purchased from student reception at the College. Year 13 skirts
can be hired from school. All other items including the black year 13 jersey must be purchased from Jaggers.
